The federal Older Americans Act authorizes grants to States for community planning and services programs, as well as for
research, demonstration and training projects in the field of aging.

At the same
time, seniors continue to be the largest cohort of voters in our country: why aren’t we paying attention to ways we can work
more effectively together?

PROMO through the ages
PROMO was founded in 1986 as the Privacy Rights Education Project (PREP) in the wake of the US

Supreme Court Bowers v. Hardwick decision upholding sodomy laws. Originally comprising a broad agenda
of privacy concerns for persons in the St. Louis area, PREP’s mission evolved over the years, and after the
organization’s name was changed in 2001, PROMO'’s focus on equality for all Missourians, regardless of
sexual orientation and gender identity, has made PROMO the leading political voice for the LGBT community
throughout the state of Missouri.

We are proud of Missouri’s history as the first state to pass an inclusive Hate Crimes Law in 1999. Over the
last few years PROMO had been dedicated to building a fair electorate supportive of the LGBT community.

In 2008 our PAC endorsed 31 candidates in legislative and statewide elections, of whom 21 were elected

to office. PROMO has been key in obtaining Domestic Partner Registries in 5 of our largest cities and
Nondiscrimination Ordinances in 6 cities. With the help of our 3 out elected state officials, our key legislative
goals advanced this year with a Senate hearing on the Missouri Non-discrimination Act (MONA) and the first
vote in the House for our Safe Schools Bill. One of the new Governor’s first appointments to his administration
was a PROMO board member who was named as his senior counsel to oversee the $4 billion stimulus
program in Missouri, and last month the Missouri Attorney General appointed the first-ever liaison to the LGBT
Community.

PROMO has worked for 23 years to secure equal rights for all persons in the state of Missouri regardless
of sexual orientation and gender identity, and we look forward to continuing this good work until equality for
everyone is assured.

Rep. Jeanette Mott Oxford

A Democrat, Ms Mott-Oxford represents part of St. Louis City (District 59)
in the Missouri House of Representatives. Elected to the House in 2004,
Rep. Oxford was executive director of the Reform Organization of Welfare
(ROWEL) from 1991-2000 and Grassroots Coordinator for the American
Lung Association 2001-04.

In addition to her legislative duties, Rep. Oxford is a member of the Coalition
Against Public Funding for Stadiums, Missourians for Tax Justice, Wom-
en’s Political Caucus of Metro St. Louis, PROMO, and the United Church
of Christ’s Coalition for Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender Concerns.
Rep. Oxford attends Epiphany United Church of Christ in St. Louis.

Throughout her career, Rep. Oxford has received the Burning Bush Award
from Christians for Justice Action; Shalom Award from the Eden Theological
Seminary; Progressive Director/Organizer of the Year from the Progressive
Vote Coalition; and the Ethical Humanist of the Year from the St. Louis Ethi-
cal Society.

A 1972 graduate of Cave-in-Rock High School in Cave-in-Rock, lllinois, Rep.
Oxford received an Associate of Arts degree from Southeastern College in
1974. She also received a Bachelor of Arts degree in Religious Studies from
Southern lllinois University-Carbondale in 1986 and earned her Masters in
Divinity from Eden Theological Seminary in 1989.

Born in July 1954, in Eldorado, lllinois, Rep. Oxford lives in St. Louis with
her partner Dorothy.

Senator Jolie Justus

Laura's non-profit experience includes service in a variety of academic,
non-profit, and LGBT organizations. From 2003 to 2008, she held the positions of First Vice-President and then President of Okla-
homans for Equality (formerly Tulsa Oklahomans for Human Rights). Her interests include Buddhism, meditation, yoga, running,
working out, golf, hiking, travel, and film. She and her partner, Susan M. Arrington, live in midtown Tulsa with their Westie, Truman.

Dana Beyer, M.D.

Dana is a retired eye surgeon who was a candidate for State Delegate in District 18 in Maryland in 2006 and will be again in 2010. She
is currently Senior Policy and Legislative Advisor to Councilmember Duchy Trachtenberg of the Montgomery County Council in sub-
urban Maryland. Dana is currently Vice President of Equality Maryland and Executive Vice President of Maryland NOW. She is on the
board of the Human Rights Campaign and the National Center for Transgender Equality, and is a nationally known advocate for gender
rights. She helped manage a unanimously-approved Transgender Civil Rights Law in Montgomery County in 2007, and defended it
against national right-wing forces trying to force it to a popular vote. She is a 2008 graduate of the Senior Executive Program in State
and Local Government at Harvard University’s Kennedy School of Government.

A.J. Bockelman

A.J. Bockelman joined PROMO as Executive Director in July 2007. A.J. holds a B.A. in Business Administration from the University of
Evansville. After spending 15 years in Human Resources within the travel industry, A.J. changed career paths to devote his energies

to non-profits, including working as the Development Director for a local after-school and mentoring program. Prior to becoming a staff
member at PROMO, A.J. was a long time volunteer and community activist. A.J. started as a community volunteer for Challenge Metro,
a gay and lesbian crisis line in 1994. A.J. joined the PROMO Board of Directors in 2006 and previously served on the Human Rights
Campaign, Board of Governors for five years. As the Executive Director or PROMO, A.J. has focused on building community partners,
strengthening the infrastructure of PROMO and creating systemic change in our state legislature.

Brian Bond

Brian Bond, Deputy Director of the White House Office of Public Engagement is a Missouri native. He has an extensive background
in constituency outreach and coalition bridge-building. Most recently he served as the National Constituency Director for the Obama
for America Campaign in Chicago, lllinois. Prior to that, he served as the Executive Director of the Democratic National Committee’s
Gay and Lesbian Leadership Council. He also served several years as the Executive Director of the Gay and Lesbian Victory Fund,
an organization committed to training and electing Out LGBT candidates for public office. A former Executive Director of the Missouri
Democratic Party, Bond has a degree in Public Administration from Missouri State University in Springfield, Missouri.

Toni Broaddus

Toni Broaddus is the first Executive Director of Equality Federation, the national alliance of 55 state-based lesbian, gay, bisexual, and
transgender advocacy organizations in 43 states. Under her leadership since 2005, the Federation has grown from a volunteer-run
coalition to a powerful network with six staff and a national presence. Toni is an experienced state activist, co-founding Oklahoma'’s first
statewide LGBT organization in 1985 and acting as its Communications Director, serving as Equality California’s first Program Direc-
tor and acting as deputy to the campaign manager for the effort to defeat California’s first anti-marriage ballot measure in 2000. Toni
practiced Igbt family law in California and taught numerous classes and workshops on the legal rights of Igbt families. A graduate of

the University of Massachusetts at Boston and of Stanford Law School, Toni has lived in half a dozen states but is now home in San
Francisco, where she married her partner of sixteen years in 2004 and again in 2008.

Angie Buhl

Angie Buhl has been working in politics for several years, with a focus in LGBT and pro-choice work. In 2008, she was a member of the
Obama for America LGBT Policy Committee, and was hired by The Victory Fund to serve as the GOTV director for South Dakota's only
openly gay candidate. In 2006, she was part of the fight to defeat South Dakota's anti-marriage amendment, which shocked the nation
when 48.4% of the state voted no. Angie served on the board of National Stonewall Democrats for two years, and she's a founding
board member of Equality South Dakota.

Linda Bush leads the MAP team overall. Previously, she was a start-up company CEO, a senior manager at McKinsey & Company (an
international strategic management consulting firm), and a US Navy officer. From 1998 to 2002, Linda founded and grew the technology
start-up, SafeRent, Inc., from $0 to $12 million annual revenue. SafeRent gained recognition from Forbes (Best of the Web 2001 and
2002), Inc (Killer App 2002), and The Wall Street Journal (Under the Radar, 2001). Since selling SafeRent in 2003, Linda has conduct-
ed strategic consulting for foundations and philanthropists.

Timothy Cavanaugh

Timothy Cavanaugh is Director of Development Programs for Equality Federation and Equality Federation Institute. From 2003 to
2005, Timothy served as Equality California’s first Development Director, increasing annual revenue from less than $400,000 to nearly
$2 million. Timothy has also worked as a consultant for GLAAD (as Major Gifts Officer) and Annual Fund Manager at the San Francis-
co AIDS Foundation.

Advocacy Director with the Matthew Shepard Foundation in Denver, CO. Born and raised in lowa, Brad graduated from Central Col-
lege (Pella, IA) in 2003 with a BA in Economics and Political Science. It was at Central that Brad was first inspired to help other LGBT
youth when he was fired from a leadership position in InterVarsity Christian Fellowship because of his sexual orientation.

Jody Cofer

Jody Cofer, Program Specialist for Undergraduate Research and Scholarly Activity (URSA) at Murray State University (MSU). In July,
2008, he was designated MSU'’s lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) liaison in the Consortium of Higher Education LGBT
Resource Professionals and he serves as the faculty/staff advisor for MSU Alliance, the gay-straight student organization. Former
chair,Jody serves on the Board of Directors for Kentucky Fairness Alliance and volunteers with the Kentucky Fairness Alliance and

the Kentucky Fairness Alliance Foundation. Jody was the founding chairperson of the Marshall County Commission for the Arts and a
former Board member of the Kentucky Alliance for Arts Education. In his spare time, he enjoys travel, regular swimming, spending time
with friends, and his involvement in performing and visual arts. He currently resides in Benton, KY.

Chris Cormier

Chris Cormier is the Senior Programs Manager at the Gill Action Fund. Based out of the Denver office, Chris provides electoral and
political strategic support in priority states, manages the team'’s legislative advocacy campaigns, and assists in advising donors on their
political giving. Before joining the Gill Action team, Chris served as the Director of Organizing at the Empire State Pride Agenda, New
York State's LGBT civil rights organization. There he coordinated the statewide marriage equality campaign and oversaw the devel-
opment of the organization’s largest outreach programs, including the ground-breaking religious network, Pride in the Pulpit. Chris
received a Bachelor of Architecture from Carnegie Mellon University and is a devoted Red Sox fan.

Masen Davis

Masen Davis serves as Executive Director of the Transgender Law Center, a civil rights organization advocating for transgender com-
munities. He has been an activist in the movement for LGBT equality since 1990. In 2002, Masen co-founded FTM Alliance of Los
Angeles, the first Southern California nonprofit dedicated to advocacy within the female-to-male transgender community. He has served
in leadership roles for many organizations, including the City of West Hollywood’s Transgender Task Force; National Center for Trans-
gender Equality, and Funders for Lesbian and Gay Issues. His work on behalf of transgender equality has earned awards from the Na-
tional Association of Social Workers, International Foundation for Gender Education, and UCLA. Masen received his Masters of Social
Welfare with a concentration in Nonprofit Management from UCLA, and Bachelor of Arts from Northwestern University.

James Dozier

James Dozier recently joined the political team at the Gay and Lesbian Victory Fund and Leadership Institute. As a deputy political
director James works to help elect LGBT candidates across the country as well as recruit conservative LGBT leaders to seek elective
office.

Kenyon Farrow, Policy Institute fellow with the National Gay and Lesbian Task Force, is a leading black gay male thinker, journalist and
activist. Kenyon is a well-known blogger and contributing writer to the independent press. He has served as press coordinator with

a U.S. delegation of advocates at the 2008 International AIDS Conference coordinated by Community HIV/AIDS Mobilization Project
(CHAMP) to advocate for a national AIDS strategy. As a Policy Institute fellow with the Task Force, Kenyon is working on a report about
the HIV/AIDS epidemic in black gay and bisexual men in the U.S.

Shane Morgan

Shane Morgan has been a resident of Columbus, Ohio for twelve years. Shane is the Founder and Director of TransOhio, whose mis-
sion is to serve the Ohio transgender and ally communities by providing services, education, support and advocacy which promotes and
improves the health, safety and life experience of the Ohio transgender individual and community. Shane presents locally and nation-
ally at LGBT conferences. He often speaks about transgender homelessness & shelters, medical, legal & safety issues in the transgen-
der community, trans & queer community organizing, female-to-male transition, domestic violence & safety, coming out at work, creating
gender-safe & neutral spaces, sex and sexuality, and butch & femme identities & dynamics.

Ineke Mushovic leads most of MAP’s strategic analyses, including all inquiries into issues of LGBT movement communications. She is a
former McKinsey & Company consultant with 15 years of strategy experience, including a successful stint as Vice President of Strategy
for a dot-com start-up and as Chief Strategist for an advertising agency.

to draft guidelines -- adopted by the Commission on Human Rights in 2004 -- for implementation of the new statute. Park negotiated
inclusion of gender identity and expression in the Dignity for All Students Act (DASA). Park was the first openly transgendered individual
chosen to be a grand marshal of the New York City Pride March. Park was the subject of "Envisioning Justice: The Journey of a Trans-
gendered Woman," a 32-minute documentary on her life and work by Larry Tung that premiered at NewFest (the New York LGBT Film
Festival) in 2008. This film will be shown at the Summer Meeting on Thursday night.

Beth Robinson

Beth Robinson is a partner at the law firm of Langrock Sperry & Wool in Middlebury, Vermont. She co-founded the Vermont Freedom to
Marry Task Force in 1995; was co-counsel to the Plaintiffs in the case of Baker v. State of Vermont (alongside Mary Bonauto of GLAD
and law partner Susan Murray); helped lead the 2000 lobbying effort that culminated in the passage of the then-groundbreaking civil
union law; has served as Chair of the Vermont Freedom to Marry Task Force, Vermont Freedom to Marry Action Committee, and vari-
ous section 527 campaign organizations; and has been a leader in Vermont's movement for full marriage equality.
